Administration will ask the board at the September 10, 2019 board meeting for direction
regarding whether or not they want to pursue the development of an armed educator

policy.

Mr. Holmes provided an update on the status of construction projects. A lot of work was
completed over the summer in spite of unpredictable weather. Mr. Holmes will attend
the School Facilities Commission meeting on September 18 in Saratoga. At that
meeting he will present three capital projects for consideration of their support. Those
projects are as follows:
